AG210  ZOOLOGY & BOTANY, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Physical Science and credit earned or concurrent enrollment in Intro to 
Ag Education-fulfills 2 of 4 required science credits.  This course is necessary for students who are 
interested in taking any upper level animal and plant science classes through the Agricultural 
Education Department.   
 
AG243 EQUINE SCIENCE, Semester, One Credit  
PREREQUISITE: 11th – 12th grade and credit earned in AG Zoology/Botany

AG110  AG SHOP 1, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  Credit earned in Introduction to Agrculture Education

AG300  AG SHOP 3, Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:  Credit earned in Ag Shop 2  

 
PLANT SCIENCE PATHWAY 

AG210  ZOOLOGY & BOTANY, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Physical Science and credit earned or concurrent enrollment in Intro to 
Ag Education-fulfills 2 of 4 required science credits.  This course is necessary for students who are 
interested in taking any upper level animal and plant science classes through the Agricultural 
Education Department.   

AG100  INTRO TO AGRICULTURE EDUCATION, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  None  

Class is required before taking 11TH AND 12TH GRADE AGRICULTURAL SCIENCE 
courses. The first semester, of this year long course, is a comprehensive development of 
leadership, citizenship and cooperation skills. Topics include personal development, 
public speaking, FFA, parliamentary procedure, and communication skills as well as 
careers available in Agriculture. The other semester is designed to familiarize students 
with basic mechanical theory and skills. Labs include carpentry, electricity, plumbing, 
metalworking, small engines and welding.  
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AG323/AG313  FLORAL DESIGN & GREENHOUSE MANAGEMENT, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Zoology/Botany, Animal Science and Plant and Soil Science  
 
AG337  ADVANCED HORTICULUTRE, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: 12the grade with credit earned in AG Botany & Floral Design and Greenhouse 
Management 
Taught at CHS 
 
AG400  LANDSCAPE DESIGN & TURF GRASS MANAGEMENT, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: 12th grade.  Credit earned in Botany and Greenhouse courses preferred. 
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AG100  INTRO TO AGRICULTURE EDUCATION, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  None   

The first semester is a comprehensive development of leadership, citizenship and 
cooperation skills. Topics include personal development, public speaking, FFA, parliamentary 
procedure, and communication skills as well as careers available in Agriculture. The other 
semester is designed to familiarize students with basic mechanical theory and skills. Labs 
include carpentry, electricity, plumbing, metalworking, small engines and welding. Class is 
recommended before taking all other Agriculture courses. This class is taught on site at each 
school campus.  

 
AG110  AG SHOP 1, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  10th – 12th grade. Credit earned in Introduction to Agriculture Education  
Taught at CHS 

One half of the course is designed to develop skills needed for small gasoline engine repair. 
Emphasis will be placed on safety, trouble shooting, and repair procedures. The other half of 
this course is designed to familiarize the students with agricultural welding practices. 
Students will focus on the four main types of welding: Arc, Oxy-Acetylene, MIG and TIG. 
Students will be required to complete satisfactory welds from these four areas in many 
different positions. Emphasis will be placed on welding safety, proper techniques and theory.  

 
AG200  AG SHOP 2, Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:  11th – 12th grade and credits earned in AG Shop 1 
Taught at CHS 

This course mainly focuses on agricultural fabrication and advanced agricultural mechanics. 
By focusing on agriculture fabrication, students will develop skills in other areas such as 
electricity, agricultural technology, mathematics, drafting, etc. Students in Ag Shop 2 will be 
assigned a project by the instructor to be completed by the end of the year.  

 
AG210 ZOOLOGY & BOTANY, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: 10th – 12th grade and credit earned in Physical Science.  
FULFILLS TWO REQUIRED SCIENCE CREDITS FOR GRADUTION 

This course is necessary for students who are interested in taking any upper level animal and 
plant science classes through the Agricultural Education Department. The Zoology portion is 
designed to develop the knowledge and skills pertaining to nutrition, reproduction, diseases, 
breeding, genetics, anatomy, and physiology in domesticated species. Botany is a course 
designed to examine soil and plant relationships that affect the production of food and fiber. 
Topics include soils, plant identification, nutrition and reproduction and plant pests. Labs will 
reflect the skills necessary to produce and maintain a quality plant.  Labs will be conducted in 
the greenhouse.  

 
AG220  ADVANCED ANIMAL SCIENCE, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: 11th – 12th grade with credit earned in AG Zoology/Botany  
Taught at CHS 
COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A FEE.  

This course is an advanced level of animal science, which follows the AG109 college 
curriculum. Students will study veterinary care, health issues, reproduction, and genetics.  

 
AG240  AG SHOP 3, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: 11th – 12th grade and credit earned in AG Shop 2  
Taught at CHS 

This is a senior agricultural fabrication course. Students that are enrolled in this class are 
required to complete a project of their choice using all of the skills that were taught 
throughout the agriculture academy. Projects need to be approved by instructor and will need 
to have satisfactory plans before construction begins.  
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AG243 EQUINE SCIENCE, Semester, One Credit  
PREREQUISITE: 11th – 12th grade and credit earned in AG Zoology/Botany 
Taught at CHS 
COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A FEE.  

Equine Science is a course dedicated to the horse. It includes the study of equine health, 
nutrition, parturition, foal care, vaccinations, breeds and careers in the equine industry.  

 
AG253  VETERINARY TECHNOLOGY, Semester, One Credit  
PREREQUISITE:  11th – 12th grade and credit earned in AG Zoology/Botany 
Taught at CHS 
COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A FEE.  

An orientation course designed to familiarize students with the ethical and practical 
considerations of veterinary technology.  Discussion of career options, affiliated medical 
associations, state-federal organizations, human-animal bonding and public relations are 
included. Students will learn basic care for a number of large and small animal species. Labs 
will include computer use, vaccination techniques and basic anatomy of large and small 
animals.  

 
AG323/AG313  FLORAL DESIGN & GREENHOUSE MANAGEMENT, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: 10th – 12th grade and credit earned in AG Zoology/Botany  
Taught at CHS 

This course provides an overview of the floral industry, marketing, care of cut flowers, design 
and color components and actual design of floral arrangements. A hands-on course that 
exposes students to real life application in growing and producing greenhouse indoor plants, 
home gardening, and yard care as well as business experience through the annual 
greenhouse plant sales.  
 

AG337  ADVANCED HORTICULUTRE, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: 12the grade with credit earned in AG Botany & Floral Design and Greenhouse 
Management 
Taught at CHS 
 
AG400  LANDSCAPE DESIGN & TURF GRASS MANAGEMENT, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: 12th grade and credit earned in Botany and Greenhouse courses preferred. 

 
AG413  AG LEADERSHIP, Semester, One Credit

AR100  FOUNDATIONS OF ART, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  None  
 
AR110  ART HISTORY, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of two media courses (such as Painting/Drawing or 
Pottery/Sculpture) and teacher recommendation.

AR120  LATINO ARTS & CULTURE, Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:  10th grade

AR353/354  POTTERY/SCULPTURE 2 (2-D Design), Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:  Credit earned in Pottery/Sculpture 1 
Taught at CHS & NHS 
 

AR100  FOUNDATIONS OF ART, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  None  
Taught at CHS, NHS, & SHS 

This course is the prerequisite for all other art course offerings as it provides 
an introduction to the essential fundamentals of drawing and composition 
through application of the elements and principles of design and the history of 
art covering periods of art from pre-historic to contemporary. This class will 
cover a variety of styles and subject matter, the formal and expressive 
aspects of art and provide a sampling of the media courses that follow. 
Through an in depth study of drawing and design, students will have the 
opportunity to develop personal skills, creativity and non-verbal 
communication. 
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AR360  STUDIO ART, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Successful completion of two of the previous media courses and teacher 
recommendation.  
 
AR363/364  DRAWING/PAINTING 2 (2-D Design 2) Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:  Credit earned in Drawing/Painting 1 
Taught at CHS & NHS 
 
AR450  POTTERY/SCULPTURE 3 (3-D Design 3), Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:   Credit earned in Pottery/Sculpture 2 
 
AR460  AP STUDIO ART, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  Credit earned in Studio Art  

 
 
 

PHOTOGRAPHY COURSES 

 
 
AR230  PHOTOGRAPHY 1, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Foundations of Art or teacher and administrator 
recommendation 
Taught at CHS, NHS, & SHS 
 
AR330  PHOTOGRAPHY 2, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credits earned in Photography 1 or teacher recommendation  
Taught at CHS 
 
AR430  PHOTOGRAPHY 3, Year, Four Credits, double blocked class 
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Photography 2  
Taught at CHS 
 

Photography 1 is offered at NHS, SHS and CHS. Photography 2 and 3 is housed at CHS and 
available to CHS, NHS, and SHS students.  

This is a three-year professional-technical program that prepares students to become 
career photographers. Students take these courses because they are interested in the 
career aspects of photography. Students learn the art of picture composition and skills of 
processing, printing, and commercial applications of photography. Beginning with Photo 2, 
the students do extensive work with studio, commercial and journalistic photography. 
Students use digital SLR cameras, computers, scanners, and printers. Students learn to 
manipulate photos with software programs such as Photoshop and In Design.  
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AR100  FOUNDATIONS OF ART, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  None  
Taught at CHS, NHS, & SHS 

This course is the prerequisite for all other art course offerings as it provides an 
introduction to the essential fundamentals of drawing and composition through 
application of the elements and principles of design and the history of art covering 
periods of art from pre-historic to contemporary. This class will cover a variety of 
styles and subject matter, the formal and expressive aspects of art and provide a 
sampling of the media courses that follow. Through an in depth study of drawing and 
design, students will have the opportunity to develop personal skills, creativity and 
non-verbal communication. 

 
AR110  ART HISTORY, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  Successful completion of two media courses (such as Painting/Drawing or 
Pottery/Sculpture) and teacher recommendation. 
Taught at NHS 

This is an art history course that provides a basic background in and enjoyment of 
architecture, sculpture, painting, and other art forms within historical and cultural contexts.  In 
this course, students examine major forms of artistic expression from the past and present 
and from a variety of cultures. Students will look at works of art critically, with intelligence and 
sensitivity, and learn to articulate what they see or experience.  

 
AR120  LATINO ARTS & CULTURE, Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:  10th grade 
Taught at CHS & NHS 

This is an interdisciplinary course focusing on folk arts through contemporary trends in Latino 
Arts. Students will study the historical and cultural contexts of the arts and their 
interrelationships. They will analyze and converse about the visual and performing arts. 
Students will create unique artworks applying artistic skills and knowledge of cultural themes 
and approaches. 

 
AR220  ART AND CULTURE, Semester, One Credit  
PREREQUISITE:  10th grade 
Taught at NHS 

In this course students will explore and study visual imagery from a cultural and historical 
perspective. Students will generate projects using a variety of media (drawing, painting, 
photography, sculpture, pottery, collage, design, etc) to reflect and communicate what they 
have learned. Through projects, presentations, discussions, and writings, students will be 
able to express their views on the relationship between art and culture  

 
AR230  PHOTOGRAPHY 1, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Foundations of Art or teacher and administrator approval. 
Access to a digital camera strongly recommended.  

A basic course which covers photo as an art, photo history, the functions of the camera, 
camera handling, proper exposure, lighting techniques, printing, mounting, print display, and 
creative processes. This course will integrate the elements and principles of design as they 
relate to photographic composition allowing creative and expressive opportunities. Students 
are encouraged to submit projects for student publications, competition and display.  

 
AR240  SCULPTURE, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Foundations of Art   
Taught at SHS 

This class will focus on three-dimensional design throughout art history, covering both 
additive and subtractive sculptural processes with the use of various media. The styles of 
assigned projects will range from representational to abstract and non-objective art. The 
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course will provide an exploration of sculptural processes and 3-dimensional communication. 
This class may be repeated for credit upon teacher approval.  

 
AR250  POTTERY, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Foundations of Art  
Taught at SHS 

This class will be a study of the art of pottery and its history, including the techniques of hand 
building, wheel throwing and surface decoration. The student in this program will have the 
opportunity to practice and develop the skills necessary for this art medium. Quality 
craftsmanship is emphasized through hands-on problem solving with clay and firing 
processes. This class may be repeated for credit upon teacher approval.  

 
AR253  POTTERY/SCULPTURE 1 (3-D Design 1), Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:  Credit earned in Foundations of Art 
Taught at CHS & NHS 

This class will expand on the inter-related 3-dimensional art forms of Pottery and Sculpture 
introduced in Foundations. Students will imagine, create, and critique art works while 
developing skills with the use of various media, tools, and building techniques including clay 
and the potter’s wheel. Students will study art history and culture, arrive at unique solutions 
for 3-dimensional design problems as well as explore creative expression. 

 
AR263  DRAWING/PAINTING 1 (2-D Design 1) Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:  Credit earned in Foundations of Art 
Taught at CHS & NHS 

This class will expand on the Drawing and Painting (2-dimensional) skills and techniques 
learned in Foundations of Art, enabling the student to gain additional experience working 2D 
media and grow in personal expression. Students will be exposed to a broad range of 2D 
media and will explore various techniques, theories, and historical periods/styles in art. 

 
AR330  PHOTOGRAPHY 2, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Photography 1  
Taught at CHS 
COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A FEE  

This is the second course in a series of three year-long courses. The student will continue to 
refine the skills learned in Photography 1, which are needed to make a technically successful 
and aesthetically pleasing photo. The student will also receive instruction in the use of 
commercial cameras, studio lighting, digital cameras, scanning and downloading images, and 
manipulation of images using Photoshop. Emphasis will be placed on the creative and 
commercial aspects of photography. Areas of subject matter will be portraiture, 
photojournalism, action photography, photo essays, and digital imagery as well as the 
exploration of photography careers.  

 
AR350  POTTERY/SCULPTURE 2 (3-D Design 2), Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:   Credit earned in Pottery/Sculpture 1 
Taught at CHS & NHS 
COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A FEE  

This second level course provides an opportunity for a deeper study of Pottery and Sculpture. 
With increased independence and challenging problems, students will continue to study and 
critically analyze these forms through history. They will continue to explore various 
approaches to media and further develop their ability to use creative expression. Students will 
begin to focus on selecting and recording pieces for their portfolio. 
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AR360  STUDIO ART, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Successful completion of two of the previous media courses and teacher 
recommendation.  

This course is designed to offer the experienced art student an advanced study in their 
area(s) of interest. Emphasis will be on broadening skills, developing creativity, studio 
production, and portfolio development. Students will be expected to frequently reflect upon 
their work; identifying their strengths and limitations in order to direct their work. Students will 
analyze and critique their own work, work of their peers, and the work of professional artists.  

 
AR363  DRAWING/PAINTING 2 (2-D Design 2) Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE:   Credit earned in Drawing/Painting 1 
Taught at CHS & NHS 

This second level course provides an opportunity for a deeper study of Painting and Drawing. 
Students in this class will focus on these art forms as a means of communication and 
expression. Students will continue to expand their knowledge of 2D media, techniques, 
theories, and historical periods/styles in art. 

 
AR430  PHOTOGRAPHY 3, Year, Four Credits  
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Photography 2  
Taught at CHS 
COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A FEE  

This is the third and capstone course in a series of three year long courses. The students will 
continue to refine the skills learned in Photography 1 and 2. Students will be expected to 
work more independently and be self-motivated. Extensive work will be done both in and 
outside of the photo studio. Students will have the opportunity to work with professional 
cameras. Students will explore various methods of presenting their work, including, but not 
limited to electronic media. They will produce a final portfolio and mount an exhibition of their 
work. Employability skills are covered in this course. An internship or co-op work experience 
is desirable.  

 
AR450 POTTERY/SCULPTURE 3 (3-D Design 3) Year, Two Credits 
PREREQUISITE: Credit earned in Pottery/Sculpture 2 
Taught at NHS 
COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A FEE  

This advanced level course provides an opportunity for individually focused study of three-
dimensional design. Students will continue to improve technical skills, explore ideas and 
develop their ability to use creative expression. They will continue to critically analyze their 
own work and the artwork of others. Students will determine a focus for their work and build 
their portfolio. 

 
AR460  AP STUDIO ART, Year, Two Credits  
PREREQUISITE:  Credit earned in Studio Art  
COLLEGE CREDIT MAY BE AVAILABLE FOR A FEE  

The AP Studio Art course is intended for highly motivated students who are seriously 
interested in the study of art after high school. This course involves significantly more 
commitment and accomplishment than the typical high school art course. Emphasis will be on 
broadening skills, developing creativity, studio production, portfolio development, individual 
research, and critique. Students may opt to complete the College Board AP Portfolio 
requirements to receive AP credit. These requirements include developing a 
concentration/personal direction, breadth/broadening skills and media experiences as well as 
demonstrating the achievement of quality work. The student may also use their portfolio from 
this class for application to post-secondary art schools, college scholarships, juried art 
exhibitions, and internships or jobs.  
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
